Founded in 1792 SALOMON UNDHOF is a 
wine estate with a long tradition. The 

Salomon family from the Wachau produces 
white wines from the best terraced 

"Urgestein" sites along the Danube River in 
Stein and Krems. Today Bert and Gertrud 

Salomon run the winery.  
 

All the grapes are harvested traditionally by 
hand only. Their great vineyard locations and 

meticulous work in the vineyards are 
prerequisites for their elegant wines. Wines 

with finesse and perfect mineral balance 
reflect the very special micro climate of this 

lovely river valley. 
 

The hard weathered stone soil on the 
Pfaffenberg is composed primarily of gneiss 
and granite. A highly focused wine with ripe 
stone-fruit aromas and immense underlying
