Strong mineral salts with gooseberry, nettle and
hints of tomato leaf. A suggestion of sweetness is perfectly balanced by fine acidity to
give a bone dry finish. This is a classic example of the Awatere Valley by a winery that
sets a strong pace for others in the district.
